The Wisconsin State Statute Sec. 95.21 requires that a dog or cat which has bitten or scratched a person must be delivered to a veterinarian within twenty-four (24) hours after receipt of this notice for examination and quarantine of not less than 10 days at the expense of the owner. You shall give this Order to your veterinarian who will then be in charge of monitoring the quarantine.
If the animal is currently vaccinated against rabies, as evidenced by a valid veterinarian certificate, the animal may be quarantined on the premises of the owner following the initial examination by a veterinarian.  An animal that is quarantined at home shall be returned to a veterinarian for additional examinations on the 10th day following the bite and on one intervening day. Animals quarantined at home shall be confined indoors or in an escape-proof enclosure. The only time the animal can leave the premises during this 10-day quarantine is for the three veterinary visits. Failure to comply with these provisions will result in impoundment of the animal at an isolation facility for the remainder of the 10 days at the owner’s expense.

If no valid evidence of vaccination can be displayed, the animal shall be impounded by the veterinarian or at an isolation facility for at least 10 days at the owner’s expense.

, no less than ten days after the date of the bite or scratch, a final examination shall be conducted by a veterinarian who will complete the veterinarian’s certificate.  Return the veterinarian signed certificate to: Public Health Department/Rabies Control, 1752 Dorset Lane, New Richmond WI  54017; or fax to (715) 246-8367.

Failure to comply with this quarantine order shall result in a fine of not less than $100 nor more than $1000 or imprisonment not more than 60 days or both pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute Sec. 95.21.
